Professor Lodovico Galleni

Lodovico Galleni was born in Pisa, Italy in 1947 and took his  degree in natural science in Pisa in 1970. 

As a zoologist his main research field was chromosomal evolution in animals and the  connections between karyotype rearrangements  with speciation.  . 

The description of the relationships between the amplification of heterochromatin in populations of the Italian pine vole Microtus savii and the rise of a reproductive barrier which is the starting point  of speciation was one of the main results of his researches. 
At present  his overall theoretical interests are devoted to the  general problems of theories of evolution in order to explore the possibility of a Biospherocentric theory, a theory  which takes into consideration the Biosphere as a whole evolving object. For these reasons he started a research project on the scientific papers of Pierre Teilhard de Chardin, a forerunner of this theory. 

He is also looking for the different implications of this theory with the Science and Theology relationships and with environmental ethics.
