Prof. Gigliola Sica was born in Sala Consilina (SA), Italy, on the 11th September 1947. Registered at the Faculty of Medicine and Surgery of the Catholic University of the Sacred Heart in Rome, Italy, she graduated 110/110 cum laude on the 28th February 1972. She was nominated Assistant Professor on the 1st April 1974. Part of her training was spent in England (Imperial Cancer Research Fund, London). She was confirmed as Associate Professor in 1986. Since the academic year 1983-84 she has been teaching Embryology for the degree Course in Medicine and Surgery of the Catholic University. During the academic years 1983-84/1992-93 she held the position for Histology and Embryology in the degree Course for Dentistry and Dental Prosthesis. In the academic years 1993-94 and 1995-96 she has been teaching Histology in the degree Course in Medicine and Surgery of the Catholic University. Since the academic years 1980-81 she has held various teaching posts in numerous schools of specialization. She headed many projects financed by the Consiglio Nazionale delle Ricerche and by the Ministero dell’Università e della Ricerca Scientifica e Tecnologica. She is the author of 483 publications, including 131 papers in extenso. Many of them have been published in journals with Impact Factor.

Her present research activity is dedicated to the study of some molecular markers in prostate cancer and to the biological characterization of glioblastoma and peritumor tissue. 

At present, Prof. Sica is the Chairman of the Institute of Histology and Embryology at the Faculty of Medicine of the Catholic University of the Sacred Heart, Rome.

She is the Treasurer of the Italian Society of Anatomy and Histology, and Treasurer and Secretary of the Italian College of Histologists.

She is the Vice-President of the Italian Society of Urological Oncology and Honorary Member of the Italian Society of Urology.
